De-winterizing and Winterizing Bath house

To De-winterize
1. Find the BLUE WATER VALVE BOX which is in the under ground water box on the pool side of the BIG GREEN ELECTRIC BOX.  There will be two valves in the box, a blue valve for the water spigot, (close it off in a clockwise direction or you’ll get sprayed), and the main valve. The main cut off valve is painted orange.  Turn the orange main valve counter clockwise to open it turning on the water to the bathrooms.

2. Listen for water running in the building.  Close any faucets that are running.  If you still hear water running turn off main valve and look for a busted water pipe. 

To Winterize

1. Flush all toilets that need to be flushed before turning off water.

2. Find the water turn off valve which is in the blue under ground water box next to the big green electric box.  In it you will find two valves.  Remove the water hose, if connected, from the blue water spigot valve.  Then turn the orange main cut off valve clock- wise until it is in the off position. Then open the blue water spigot valve to drain the whole system.

3. OUT DOOR KITCHEN 

· Open the water valve at the sink to drain both the hot and cold water lines. (Push it back to the left and to the right, listen for the water to drain from both sides), then close the valve.

· Pull out the sink sprayer and hold up high while holding open the sprayer valve to drain the flex hose.  

· Pour an ounce of antifreeze into both sink drains. 

· Under the sink is a water spigot, remove the water hose then open and close the  valve drain. 

4. BATHROOMS 

· In each bathroom: open the sink water valve to both hot and cold sides then close again. 

· Pour about an ounce of anti-freeze into the drain.

· Carefully remove the tank cover from each toilet and flush the toilet, hold the flush lever down to allow as much water out of the tank as possible.  

· Pour two or three ounces of antifreeze into the water tank and then do the same into the toilet bowl.  Replace the tank cover. 

· The men’s urinal requires just two or three ounces of anti-freeze.

5. POOL SHOWERS
· The two pool showers must be drained.  Just open the valve by pulling the chain and listen to the pipes as they drain.  

6. DRINKING FOUNTAIN

· Press the button on the drinking water fountain so that it will drain.
